Synopsis:

In the shadow of Chippendales, male exotic dancing in South Central Los Angeles
thrived from the late 1980s until the early 2000’s with clubs like The Right Track, Tigers,
and The Boom Boom Room open seven nights a week and the dancers becoming local
legends. In NAME OF THE GAME we several the lives of past and current male
dancers and the women that support them both as followers and managers to learn the
untold story of black male exotic dancing in Southern California and how it intersects
with the origins of hip hop, gang culture, and kung fu assassins. In interviews and
performances we learn the behind the scenes reality of the male exotic industry as it's
never been told before. Unfiltered, uncensored, and uncut.

Longtime friends William Forbes and Douglas Skinner first collaborated on the
screenplay for JOHN HENRY (2020) by weaving real stories with old legends. With
William directing and composing and Douglas co-writing and co-starring, JOHN HENRY
became one of the top streamed films on Netflix in 2020. Starring Terry Crews, Chris
Ludacris Bridges, Ken Foree, and Jamila Velazquez and featuring original songs by DJ
Quik. Following JOHN HENRY, William and Douglas founded EBE PRODUCTIONS as
an outlet to tell independent stories from unique and untold perspectives. While
conducting interviews as research for a project based on male exotic dancers they
found the real stories to be so compelling that they decided to put down the pen, turn on
a camera and make a documentary.
